Botanic Name:

Vinca minor ‘Illumination’
Origin:
Discovered by Christy Hensler, The Rock Garden, Newport, Washington, in 1995. Introduced by PlantHaven, Inc.

Characteristics:
A new, truly unique variegated form of Vinca minor. Foliage sports golden yellow centers with green margins, which start out chartreuse, turn a rich golden and finally mature to a cream color. Stems turn pinkish-red as they mature. Striking appearance.

Bloom:

 Blue flowers appear in spring and contrast nicely with the yellow-and-green foliage. Reblooms intermittently throughout summer.

Habit:

Indeterminate vine with some upright growth. It has a vigorous growth habit.
Hardiness:

Hardy in USDA Zone 4.

Propagation:

A license from PlantHaven, Inc. is required for propagation. A U.S. plant patent and foreign Plant Breeders Rights are pending.

Plant Uses:

Use as a specimen groundcover in the garden border, in rock gardens, trailing over brick or stone walls, or as an accent in mixed containers and hanging baskets.

Conditions:

Plant in sun or shade in reasonably fertile, moist but well-drained soils. Best colors are observed in shade or partial shade.
